Set your defaults

Before adding any editions it is well worth setting up your standard settings in the
system as doing it here once means that every edition you create will inherit those
settings.

but they can be changed

ThePricing Default tab allows you to specify the default prices of your editions. Net
prices are the amount it
costs youo produce the
item (including paper,
ink, printers charges,
mount board, tape,
frames, framers charges,
etc.). Selling price is the
price you intend to sell
this to the customer at
though this can be
changed on an individual
basis. Selling Price '
Netprice is the profit you
make on an item. :

TheAutoAllocate tab allows you to automatically allocate some of yanmts to a
specific person/group. For example | always allocate the first 5 prints to friends and
family, other o
photogrpahers always
reserve print Number 1
for themselves.

in with the default values you set earlier. Enter an edition name and check
edition size is correct.
N.B. You cannot change an edition size at a later date so check that if you are
producing only 150 prints in the editi make sure that the size box reflects this.
Once the Edition has been saved you cannot change its size.

x Check all the sizes and prices are correct for this image.

x If you would like a thumbnail image then click the Image File Path allows yt
to browseo the image and select it. The thumbnail should then appear
underneath.

x Date taken, Description & Notes can be printed on the Limited Edition
Certificate so enter whatever is appropriate.

Now click Create Print Records to create the individual redordsach item.

If you wish you can allocate prints to people or uses (for example “exhibition”,
“mine”, etc). To do this scroll down till you find the number you want and enter the
name against it. Move to the next limesiive the changes.

Just scroll down till you find the number you want and click the sold box, tF
prices will be entered automatically from the defaults but you can change these if
wish.

x If you know Access then you can modify them yourself by:
1. Starting Lemon with the shift key down, which allows you to access
Access menus.
2. Copy therCertificate report to a new repowtith a different name.
Modify it as you please using the standard access functionality.
3. Add an entry in the tCertificateFormats table with the report name ar
friendly name that is shown to the users.
4. Select this new report in your systems settings.
